Important

Always switch off the electrical supply at the mains during installation and maintenance. It is
recommended that the fuse is withdrawn or the circuit breaker is switched off for the necessary
circuit before installation commences.

Fitting in Bathrooms is subject to the appropriate zone in accordance with IEE Regulations. This
product is suitable for zone 2 and outside zones. IT IS NOT suitable for installation in Zone 0 or
Zone |.ltis also not suitable for installation in saunas, steam rooms or shower cubicles. This product
is only suitable for permanent installation. DO NOT connect to a trailing plug and socket outlet.
Although this product has an Ingress Protection rating of IP44 it is only suitable for indoor use. Do
not attach the product to surfaces that are damp or otherwise electrically conductive.
