INSTALLATION & FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

Before you start

Wear suitable eye protection when drilling. Take care when using power tools near water - the use of a residual current device (RCD) is
recommended. Beware of hidden pipes or cables. Take care when drilling tiled surfaces as the drill might slip. Use a piece of masking tape
to prevent the drill from wandering.

Mark the location of each of the wall
mounting plates ensuring that they are
positioned inside the sidewalls of the
unit. For each mounting plate drill two
holes in the marked positions using a
8mm drill bit to a depth of 55mm.

3 Use alevel when applying two 600mm wall units
together to form 120mm assembly. In doing so,
this will ensure drawer allignment as well as an
even and correct fit of the 1200mm isocast basin.

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ADJUSTING DRAWER FASCIA

Fascias may require adjustment for correct alignment. This is achieved with the adjusting mechanisms under the interior covercap.

REMOVING DRAWER & FASCIA

The drawer can be removed and If faulty the drawer fascia can be removed and replaced uncovering the mechanism on the outside of the
drawer side.

For larger units, fixings on bracket will also need to be removed to ensure full release of fascia panel.
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FITTING BASINS

When using a Ceramic basin, it is required to use rubber Ensure rubber extrusion is applied to the unit prior to siliconing.

extrusion supplied in fixing pack. To apply rubber extrusion to
top edge of side panel, remove 3M seal and apply.

*This component is not required for isocast basins*

Once the basin is plumbed in finish by securing to the washstand with a silicone sealant (not supplied).

INSTALLING HANDLES

1 Remove the drawer as per instructions ( 5 to 9 on previous page)

2  Included in the box is a template for fixing the handles at our recom-
mended heights.

3 Tape this in place in the centre of the front of the drawer front and mark
the locations of the relevant handle holes.

4 Clamp a piece of wood on the back of the drawer (being careful not to
damage the front) and drill through carefully from the front. See figure
10.

5 Screw handles into place. Figure 10

6 Re-install drawers ensuring that the drawer box clicks back into place.
